bers.  This adapted show is licensed by Rodgers & Hammerstein.  R&H has abbreviated a few clas-

sic musicals designed for young actors in the G2K series.   

Show Synopsis:  

The "G2K" Getting To Know Series: Uniquely adapted musicals specifically for youth performers.  

Rodgers & Hammerstein's first collaboration remains, in many ways, their most innovative, having 

set the standards and established the rules of musical theatre still being followed today. Set in a 

Western Indian territory just after the turn of the century, the high-spirited rivalry between the local 

farmers and cowboys provides the colorful background against which Curly, a handsome cowboy, 

and Laurey, a winsome farm girl, play out their love story. Although the road to true love never runs 

smooth, with these two headstrong romantics holding the reins, love's journey is as bumpy as a 

surrey ride down a country road.
